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Most of these festival winners - „as usual“
- come from the northern countries. The
films „Elina - As If I Was Not There“, „Tin-
ke - Little Big Girl“, „Someone Like Hod-
der“, „Wallah Be“, „We Can Be Heroes“ or
„One Way Ticket To Mombasa“ collected
almost all awards which were there to be
won. Most of these films were sold to at
least five or six European countries, most-
ly for theatrical release, but also for TV.
Only „One Way Ticket to Mombasa“ pro-
bably has not yet found its way to an inter-
national audience in Europe. This is sur-
prising, because this great AIDS-dra-
ma/comedy for a young audience totally
won the highest number of awards.

Spain is rather new in children’s film cul-
ture. After the European Film Prize for „El
Bola“ in 2001 the 3-D-animation „The
Living Forest“ by Angel de la Cruz and
Manolo Gomez (Spain 2001) had a suc-
cessful distribution in several countries.
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The first issue of ECFA-Journal is rather
early this year. We want to be present
at the Berlin „Kinderfilmfest“, where
there will also be ECFA’s annual
General Assembly (Sunday, February
8th, 10:30 am, Hotel Unter den Linden)
and we want to inform you on the
upcoming events.

At the Berlin Festival you can find and
contact ECFA-members during the day

at the Zoo-Palace, between the child-
ren’s films screenings often around the
stand of „Bundesverband Jugend und
Film“ (smaller than usual, but very yel-
low). At night you will find ECFA-peo-
ple at the best parties, of course. There
are some advantages in networks :-)

The party you definitely won’t want to
miss is the Get Together of the Child-
ren’s Film Community at Café am Neu-

„The Living Forest“ made more than
500.000 admissions in Spain, 70.000 in
Belgium (!) and 22.000 in the Nether-
lands. This film is also suitable for a very
young audience and therefore has high
potential for other countries, too. Another
film from Spain, with 1 mio. admissions a
great domestic success, will enter the
festival season this year: that is „Planta
4“ by Antonio Mercero.

Also the Belgium production „Hop“, an im-
pressive migrants’ drama told from the
view of a boy, has been sold to eight coun-
tries up until now, not only in Europe, but
to the USA and Canada as well.

The results from sales and distribution of
these ambitious films differ from „quite ok“
to „fantastic“. That means that the com-
panies, mostly smaller and enthusiastic
distributors with experience in films for
young audiences, earn at least some mon-
ey from them. However, a few distributors
mentioned that they did not buy some of
these Scandinavian films because they
were too expensive. Because of this, final-
ly some of the films mentioned above have
not been sold to certain countries at all.

There are also many films that – for differ-
ent reasons – are not shown at many festi-
vals, but sometimes also find their way
into distribution in several countries. Rec-
ent examples are „Jester Till“, „Pietje Bell“
or „Bibi Blocksberg“. Most of these films
are based on literature or other media
which are famous among children in their
countries of origin, therefore extremely
successful and mostly distributed by big-
ger companies. Often these films do not
cross borders even if they have high enter-
taining potential and quality.

Compared to the situation five years ago
the distribution of high quality European
films for children definitely has made
some progress. There are co-operations
between distributors in different countries
and there is a growing audience for these
films. Many of the sales agents and distri-
butors handling these films are members
of or at least linked to ECFA. Therefore our
association is an ideal network to launch
new ideas and projects for further impro-
vements of promoting and distributing
high quality films for children.

What will the favourites be this year?
Watch out for (in alphabetical order):
„Black Mor Island“ (France), „Blindgän-
ger“ (Germany), the above mentioned
„4th Floor“ („Planta 4“, Spain), „Misa Mi“
(Sweden), „Opopoumoz“ (Italy), „Polleke“
(Netherlands) and „Immediate Boarding“

Ane Skak, 32, lives in Copenhagen/Den-
mark and works there since 2002 as the
director of Buster, the International Child-
ren’s Film Festival which since 2003 also
hosts the showcase for New Nordic
Children’s Films. „As a festival director,
once a year I want to pack in a week full
of films, workshops, seminars and events,
where every aspect is presented, bended
and twisted on the subject of children's
and youth films right now. - A week that
stands out from the rest of the year. Opti-
mistically Buster and New Nordic Child-
ren’s Films is the forum where professio-
nals meet and hopefully are inspired to
make many more and better children's
films, where distributors are convinced to
pick the films for their national distributi-
on, where film educators understand what
it takes to bring a film into the classroom
and TV-buyers buy films with their hearts
and not only with their wallets.“

Ane Skak wants to present films to her
young audience which they otherwise would
never have the chance to see. „I want to
give them characters and stories that
they can identify with and be moved and
touched by. Although the films screened
at Buster differ in theme, style and com-
plexity, they nonetheless all have a com-
mon trend, they are on eye level with young
audiences. Once a year Buster changes
the general picture of children's film as
being easily consumed family films you
see together with your McDonald’s Happy
Meal. Instead the festival offers a strong
alternative where children and young peo-
ple are taken just as seriously as the
grown ups in the cultural landscape.“

In ECFA Ane Skak finds a network of peo-
ple dealing with many of the same issues
as her’s: „ECFA consists of the people and
the information shared on a one to one
level and on a common basis as the web
databases. ECFA first of all helps in sha-
ring information on films, prints and cre-
dits. Primarily I use the ECFA journal to
get updated as to which films are in pro-
duction and if they have won any prizes at
other festivals. The challenge for ECFA
must be to help these many European
children film festivals to rethink the natu-
re of a film festival. ECFA could generate
seminars, discussions and workshops - in
connection with existing festivals - to dig
deeper into the common issues of organiz-
ing a successful film festival.“
