Two juries (one youngsters, one professio-
nals) were handing out awards in various
categories. The members of the adult jury
were David Halliday (Scotland), Jelena La-
zarevic (Serbia & Montenegro), Klas Vik-
lund (Sweden), Britt-Marie Meyer (Swe-
den), Amir Esfandiari (Iran), Nune Manu-
kian (Armenia), Susanne Wad (Denmark)
and Monica Lessard (Canada).

Some of the awarded films were absolute-
ly remarkable. For Water is Life, the Belgi-
um atelier ‘Caméra Enfants Admis’ went
to Burkina Faso. With the kids in a small
village they made this educational film
about the importance of clean drinking-
water. In this film there is vomiting, shit-
ting (raising hilarity amongst the audien-
ce), but there is also a clear and import-
ant message.

The young Serbian Dragan Cirkovic excels
in the making of anti-war short films. Col-
our is the summary of his oeuvre, compil-
ed in the slogan ‘Think about colour’, illu-
strating how war chases away the colour
in life. The British ‘Suited & Booted’ con-
vinced the worldwide renowned percussi-
on group ‘Stomp’ to work out the choreo-
graphy and soundtrack for Is Billy In? — a
very professional product. | Am: the story
of Ashikul Islam’s life is hard to believe.
An orphan, taken from the streets of Cal-
cutta, who comes across a camera at the
orphanage... On stage, with a straight
back, he accepted his prize: ,,For the first
time in my life, | feel accepted as a human
being.“ The British workshop ‘Mouth that
Roars’ went to an isolated oasis in Egypt
to record Our Everyday Lives. The local
youngsters learned how to handle a came-
ra and explained about their lives. Reality
TV brought back to its pure basics.

Snipers

KidsForKids-films made it clear that child-
ren in Mexico bully the same way as in the
Ilvory Coast, Swedish teenagers fall in love
the same as Armenians, teachers can be
as dull in Canada as in Uruguay. But some
of their testimonies are rather shocking.
With considerable evidence, kids from
Serbia, Armenia or Ukraine testify about
the threat of war: snipers, the violent
death of their brother or sister,... Some
cultural boundaries are hard to cross.

From the film ,,Water is Life“

To strengthen the KidsForKids-network,
major importance was given to the ‘deba-
te group’. This grown-ups’ exchange of
ideas about working with young filmmak-
ers allows KidsForKids to play a stimulat-
ing role. With great results: KidsForKids-
representatives Jo-Anne Blouin, Gert Her-
mans and David Halliday went on a trip to
Nis (Serbia) in an attempt to put the city
on the international festival map. Michal
Matus (Israel) will bring together Kkids
from Sweden and lIsrael. Susanne Wad
(Denmark) is exploring the idea of making
films in various countries, all by the same
soundtrack. Britt-Marie Meyer left for Ser-
bia to attend an animation film workshop,
while her films were screened at the Chi-
cago International Children’s Film Festi-
val. Meanwhile the ‘Best of KidsForKids
2004’ compilation was already screened
in festivals in Uruguay, Serbia and Swe-
den. Some more locations will follow soon.

With still ambitious to grow in numbers,
quality, geographical spreading and inter-
national appraisal, KidsForKids’ 2004-edi-
tion was able to convince many people
about this project’s major potential.

Dick de Jonge,

Dick de Jonge, born 1945, lives and works
in Amsterdam/Netherlands. In 1980 he
founded the Amsterdam Children’s Film-
house and the Children’s Filmotheque and
directed both institutions until 1984. The
Filmotheque became a private company
and was renamed as Twin Film. Together
with his wife Bea Appels, Dick de Jonge
has run this company for 20 years now.
The name — Twin Film - they found with
the help of their daughters who are - you
name it — twins.

Twin Film exclusively distributes high qua-
lity films for children, such as Kiriku and
the Sorceress, Mariken, Pettson and
Findus and, to mention one of the latest

examples, El Bola. The catalogue of Twin
Film meanwhile, consists of 125 films for
children, but in future the company will
also be open to films for young people and
adults. Twin Film often co-operates with
the Flamish Centre for Children and Young
People’s films in Belgium. The secret of
the lasting success of Twin Film is that
Bea Appels and Dick de Jonge decide
about their programme according to their
own personal taste only. This way they are
convinced of what they are doing, which is
to ,,addict* as many children as possible
to this great art called ,,film“.

For more than ten years Dick de Jonge not
only ran his own children’s film theatre,
but also and still until today programmes
films for children for several arthouse
cinemas in Amsterdam and the
Netherlands.

In 1988 Dick de Jonge was among the
founders of ECFA and since then, he is a
board member of our association. His mo-
tivation to be active in ECFA was strong
for all of these years: ,,ECFA has had a
great bearing on the quality of my work.
But also | like the people who work in and
with ECFA.
